Will Baddeley did a demo on a large old Cotoneaster tree

Before:

He started bonsai in 1999 with a $10 Serissa tree

Will does some collecting in Whales and has worked all over including the U.S. in 2017

The Cotoneaster has a lot of die back on trunk which makes it a good candidate for carving

Carving should be done on a tree that needs it vs wanting to just carve

He starts by removing some the bark with a hand tool
Bugs and fungus get behind rotted bark

Will used a power tool on the tree – he uses power tools on deciduous trees and hand tools on evergreens

Can use Minwax to help protect the wood and harden

He works mostly from bottom/up taking the trunk down to the cambium layer

Holes where water can collect, he provides drainage, while avoiding perfectly round holes

Will likes to provide aged look to trunk with grooves and removing smooth round caliper

Will braces his elbow when working into the grooves and removes any soft spots
